· Isn’t it amazing how The Church has expanded?? Think about how it started?
· I’m loving this adventure with God!
· I want to talk about the Texas Rangers for a minute. They are on a mission to the World Series. Do you think they made it to the World Series by sitting back and listening to a few motivational speeches by the coaching staff? Do you think they made it by showing up to ¾ of the games? No. They made it because they had a mission and they became obsessed with it.
· Your obsession is your mission.
· What is more important to you than spreading the Gospel?

2 truths to gather from the story of Peter and Cornelius…

1. The Gospel of Jesus Christ is for ALL!
We cannot call unclean what God has made clean – There is no place for racism or discrimination in The Church.
Talk about the BIG deal that it was for Peter to go preach to Cornelius
For different ethnicities 
Tell story of Black Jack – Getting a call from David about black student
US Census Bureau says that by 2040 there will be no majority race
We may say, Brandon, our church is culturally diverse! Well, good! But what about the ones that make us uncomfortable? Those who don’t dress well, those who have tattoos, those who struggle with sin: homosexuality, abortion, divorce, etc. Are they welcome here?
For sinners
The fear is that The Church in America has ceased to become a hospital for the broken and forgiveness for the sinner and has become a replacement for the Judgment that was only meant for God.
Don’t get me wrong, there is NO toleration for sin. But please stop tolerating the sin in your own life and then show Christ to others. 
People do these things because they don’t know Christ! 
Talk about the students I encounter at EDGE Clubs
The message of Jesus Christ is for the students in public high schools and ECS, it is for the homeless, the broken, the divorced, the Asians and African Americans, the Hispanics and even the devout.
For Good People
Notice that Cornelius was a devout man who feared God and prayed. 
Verses 43-48 – Only Jesus offers the forgiveness of sin and this is salvation! We must preach The Gospel and the forgiveness of sins! Not just “be a good Christian” 
Cornelius was not already saved – Acts 11:14
ONLY THE BLOOD OF JESUS OFFERS FORGIVENESS OF SIN AND OFFERS SALVATION!
Only the blood of Jesus offers forgiveness of sin – That’s what’s most important! Jesus asked, what’s more important? That I heal you or forgive your sins?

Verses 28-35
4.5 billion people in the world are not Christians (at best) – At least a billion people in the world have never heard The Good News!

2. We should take The Gospel to The Nations

· God went to great extremes to send the message of Jesus to what Christians perceived as “unclean”
· Most Christians don’t wake up thinking to themselves that God has something for them to do today. Instead, we pray that God helps us with what we have to do that day.

· Isn’t it awesome that the God on the THRONE has something for YOU to do! Think about when Jesus told Paul he had something for him to do! Think about when God told Abraham He had something for him to do! You want ME to do something? Is it an honor for you like it was for Noah or Moses?
· When was Peter told to go to Cornelius? When he went up to the housetop to pray! When you pray and abide in Christ – He will send you out on mission! He will give you a heart! So, don’t go just to go. Go because God has put you on mission! And if God has not put you on mission – ask Him to!

Conclusion:
· Let’s just assume God wants everyone in this room to stay alive this week. The question is: Why?
· We get so dug in to our lives and where we are headed and we forget to ask God, “why”. 
· God has a job for you to do no matter what your age is!
· Spend some time with God and ask Him what He has for you
· Could you IMAGINE what your life would be like if you were on mission for Christ?
· Could you IMAGINE what our church would look like if we were on mission for Christ?
